Players named on the squad list must have been registered 
playing members for that Club during the qualifying season.  
4~ There will be an entry fee for each team, this to be determined annually by the Management Committee.  
5~ All games shall be 21up off scratch. Proceedings will commence at 11.00am.  
6~ If a nominated player is not available at the start of a respective game, he can be replaced by a nominated reserve, but will be able 
to play in any subsequent rounds. After the first round, successful Clubs may change their teams, and these must be submitted to the 
Official in charge before the commencement of any subsequent match.  
7~ In the qualifying rounds eight teams will play on each date with two matches on each green. The winner of each match will then 
play off on the other green to determine the two qualifiers for the final day. On the final day two matches will take place on each 
green (quarter-finals).

Sport England recognises and values the commitment made by sports clubs to develop high quality, 
welcoming environments for young participants. The development of clubs that encourage young 
people to take-up sport, improve their talents, possibly play a leadership role and give them the option 
to initiate and maintain life-long participation in sport is an essential part of supporting the sporting 
infrastructure in England. 

 
Clubmark was introduced in 2002 by Sport England to:  

¶ Ensure that accrediting partners apply core common criteria to ensure that consistent good practice and minimum operating 
standards are delivered through all club development and accreditation schemes.  
¶ To empower parent(s)/carer(s) when choosing a club for their children.  
¶ To ensure that Clubmark accredited clubs are recognised through a common approach to branding.  

¶ To provide a focus around which all organisations involved in sport can come together to support good practice in sports clubs 
working with children and young people.  
 
Clubmark accreditation is awarded to clubs that comply with minimum operating standards in four areas:  
V The playing programme  
V Duty of care and safeguarding and protecting children and young people  
V Knowing your club and its community  
V Club management  
 
Clubs working towards accreditation can receive support and advice from their NGB and other partners such as county sports 
partnerships (CSPs). Circumstances will vary between clubs and sports but the process of accreditation is the same. There is only 
one set of paperwork to complete and in general most clubs are well on the way to achieving accreditation without realising it.
